I 

There was an article posted on Thinking Anglicans that there is a conference planned in Nigeria for 24-25 November. I’ve been doing a lot of praying and studying of the bible to put together a fair and reasonable paper on this vexatious issue. The debate is progressing rapidly, and therefore there is the need to write. We are just going to have to trust in God that what is written is pleasing to Him and that His biblical truths will prevail. If I do not contribute at this point, then it is possible that parties will become so bitter that there will be those who refuse to read these works and thus relinquish their pride. God always seeks to preserve the largest remnant possible Isaiah 45:18-24. This is long paper (sorry) but if it is too short then people will argue about what has been left out or say that it is a poorly considered position. Even so, there is still so much that could be said, and areas that still require deeper contemplation. Thus this paper contains truthful testimony, and contemplation points for further dialogue. I would ask that this paper is used respectfully to foster reconciliation and gain repentance from those who refuse to acknowledge God’s unique right to choose to whom and how He will grant redemption.
I pray that we act as saints who are prepared to put aside our personal rewards and accolades in order to give others the opportunity to experience grace, rather than as those who seek to destroy others in order to deny them the opportunity of grace.

There has been suppression and abusive behavior, which I can testify at a local level and has now been witnessed at the global level (which is also why this is such long paper). At the local level, most of the parties have repented, and it is my belief that the large majority will repent at the global level if sufficient biblical justification can be presented. To assist in building a vocabulary, the website link gives a useful summary of the ways in which dialogue and fellowship can be distorted: http://www.bullyonline.org/workbully/serial.htm#Types Similar cultural dynamics happen in churches, but it can things such as counseling and seeking advice mean people disclose their vulnerabilities. Thus the risks of suicide, post trauma disorder, depression, disassociation, substance abuse is much higher. The symptoms of being out of grace are the similar to those for being bullied. So by bullying parishioners, it is possible to create the very evidence required to justify ignoring that which is different. 

There are those have gone into siege mentality because biblical revelation can gazump their interpretation of what is biblically correct. However, in Jesus own words after his resurrection: “How foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have spoken! (Luke 24:25), Matthew 13:47-52 Throughout 2005 God has sent so many “coincidences” of such a magnitude that it is fair to consider that we are dealing with the Father Himself confirming the signs of His messenger Isaiah 44:24-28. Jeremiah 31:21-25, Isaiah 43:18-19. 
A few months ago, I mentioned to one of my local church leaders that the deceiver’s minions thought by repression they could block God’s reconciliation plan. However, repression and violence push people into the very state they did not want. When people are overwhelmed, they simply hand full control to God: http://www.dnx.com/rmbsfo1/chap3.html
There are those who think we can not succeed. The answer is that God already has. I entered a vision where an assembly was assessing my writings in June this year and they were contemplating these writings. One of the souls in the room said “She’s here”. At that point I said, “now that you’ve had a chance to see these works and consider, will you help?” Someone replied, “You keep talking about seeing white, we are not sure what kind of white you are talking about”. At this point I prayed to my heavenly Father, my prayer was “Father, please forgive me for coming before these souls in this inadequate state. If it be Your Will, please let them see me as You what me to be seen and protect them”. The assembly became engulfed in divine white light for a short period. From this there was no dispute from the assembly that these works are from God, and they gave their undertaking to assist God in these works. Thus we might not yet see in full manifestation the results of that encounter, but it has happened and we now move forward in unison and agreement, under the power and authority of Jesus, as determined by the Father. 
You need to know that assembly did not just include Jews and Christians; there were also Buddhists, Hindus and Muslims; and others which it is not my place to name. Again this is biblically consistent e.g. Ezekiel 7:22-27, Jeremiah 50:6-7, Isaiah 5:12-21, Daniel 2:43-45, Isaiah 45:4-7  For those who do not want to accept this, then consider the bemusement of those after the 2004 SE Tsunami at the Christian, Buddhist, Hindu and Islamic temples that remained intact and so became shelter for the living and the dead, irregardless of race, gender, age or creed. Thus this paper is consistent with what the Father decreed by the tsunami. He could have selectively removed that which displeased Him. The attached paper God’s Redemption Vision explores more the question of interfaith dialogue and gives some parables that might help the more resistant to understand God’s Will (the parables are completely consistent with the 2001 missive to take God’s message to all of humanity).

Thus the Father decrees that we are to seek reconciliation and maximize those who have the opportunity for redemption back to Zion. Again I give testimony that Zion is not just for Jews and Christians, there are Muslims, Hindus, Buddhists… It’s quite noisy at the moment but also much focused. (Some of the most focused wings are the saints who have suffered, including the Islamic women who were “framed” and then raped to remove their virginity so they couldn’t experience heaven. That very act gave all but the most evil automatic entry). They are all waiting on Jesus’ commands (myself included), this paper is not without permission and after Nias I told God that if He continued to confirm my writings that this paper would be written (so He had the choice to withdraw grace if He so chose). 
Hosea 2:23 I will plant her for myself in the land; I will show my love to the one I called ‘Not my loved one.’ I will say to those called ‘Not my people,’ ‘You are my people’; and they will say, ‘You are my God.’ ”
There are some who will not want to heed these writings because they come from a captive afflicted woman. Sometimes God will do something through a vessel that is despised as a way of separating out those who read God’s Word for their own schemes from those who reads God Word to more fully understand the Father. I have longed to walk away from the chains in which I have been bound; I have longed to walk away from the stench of sin, but the whispers: “Do you think the people of South Africa can walk out of their burdens?” He whispers. “You will remain and you will endure on faith alone because that is what is being asked of them. God is merciful; He has never asked me to ask something of others that He has not already demanded from me” Job 36:5-21. Further, it is God’s way of ensuring my obedience and keeping my pride under control. Finally, it is God’s plan to demonstrate that it is not just the brilliant and the perfect that will find redemption. Jesus might raise and lift people into Zion, but others will fall to find themselves wrapped in comforting wings and taken to Zion when they could bear no more Zechariah 11:4-17. Thus God embraces the top and the bottom of creation that is obedient to His Will and His Word.

Isaiah 49:13 Shout for joy, O heavens; rejoice, O earth; burst into song, O mountains! For the LORD comforts his people and will have compassion on his afflicted ones. 
Thus diversity is not a problem to the Father. Despite these writings, there will still be some churches who will not countenance having homosexuals in their ranks at all, and their wishes are to be respected. There will be others who will have them in their ranks and possibly lay ministry, but not as priests or bishops. There will be others who will openly support and nourish homosexuals. This is acceptable, just as it is for the Catholic priesthood to retain celibacy, as a living reminder that personal relationships must not come before our relationship with God. The churches who do not countenance homosexuality will be your watch dogs to make sure you do not degenerate into excesses and abuses such as paedophilia and adultery. 
Isaiah 62:10 Pass through, pass through the gates! Prepare the way for the people. Build up, build up the highway! Remove the stones. Raise a banner for the nations.

That said, the aloof churches also need to heed God’s warnings and exhortations not to follow the path of Esau e.g. Jeremiah 22:13-17, Job 4:12-27, Job 5:1-3, Amos 1:11. The possibility of redemption does not mean that all will be grafted onto God’s vines, but God has always exhorted that all of His creation be given the opportunity to do so. All parties would benefit from opening their computer bibles and do a word search on “afflicted” and “alien” and “potter”. God is clear His creation includes diversity and that there will be times that He will bring forth the unexpected Hebrews 13:1-21. Jesus himself demonstrated this with his ministry to lepers and eunuchs, and we were told as far back as Kings that peace would mean that some of our descendents will include eunuchs 2 Kings 20:16-18 . Also in Isaiah 56:1-8, God says he will include the eunuch and the foreigner. Ultimately, God tells us to provide hospitality to the alien and allow them the chance to live in accordance with His covenants because until he lifted us out of Egypt, we too were once alien to Him Deuteronomy 4:27-31. 
“Woe to him who quarrels with his Maker, to him who is but a potsherd among the potsherds on the ground. Does the clay say to the potter, ‘What are you making? ’Does your work say, ‘He has no hands’? Woe to him who says to his father, ‘What have you begotten?’ or to his mother, ‘What have you brought to birth?’  “This is what the LORD says—the Holy One of Israel, and its Maker: Concerning things to come, do you question me about my children, or give me orders about the work of my hands? It is I who made the earth and created mankind upon it. My own hands stretched out the heavens; I marshaled their starry hosts. 
Isaiah 45:9-12
The homosexuals’ redemption possibility is predicated on obeying God’s covenants. You will find the Apostle Paul’s writings very useful, because like the early Christian churches you will have to be more above approach than others to be given legitimacy. That might seem unfair, but is completely consistent with how God handled Jacob. Jacob had to surrender everything of this world and learn to work in tandem with God rather than demanding, expecting or stealing. Because people such as the bishop of Southwark have tried to take rather than wait to be given, they have made it easy to justify putting limitations on their acceptance.  The homosexuals have no right to demand or steal their inheritance from God. This is a major Jacobean error, and like Jacob, they need to understand that if they try and steal their inheritance they will have to flee for their lives. Throughout the bible, God makes it clear who may or may not come near Him. Further He repeatedly says that those who come without His consent will die e.g. Numbers 18:1-7
Conversely, if they are prepared to walk on God’s highways and abide within His covenants, then it might be possible for God to redeem some of them as and when He sees fit. Hosea 12 gives a reasonable succinct interpretation of God’s view of Jacobean behavior in this matter. There are still boundaries not to be crossed. Anything that involves the sacrifice of children is abhorrent to God, in the Old Testament there are heaps of examples where God rises up to destroy those that violate children or disobey key commandments (violation of others is seen as evil not affliction) or seek to make a name for themselves above God. They sacrificed their sons and daughters in the fire. They practiced divination and sorcery and sold themselves to do evil in the eyes of the LORD, provoking him to anger. (2 Kings 17:17-18). Consistent with Deuteronomy 23:1, no one who has been deliberately emasculated by crushing or cutting may enter the assembly of the LORD. This offer to seek redemption is void for anyone who either intimately violates a child (by age or ability), or enters into intimate encounters using violence, intimidation, coercion, deception or sedation. Further, ignorance is no excuse, if a soul knows of this offer and fails to tell other adult party prior to initiating such actions, and then they take on the sin for both souls. 

This is as far as I am permitted to go on the matter of homosexuality, but it is biblically consistent because there are many examples of the alien being offered the chance to join God’s peoples e.g. Isaiah 14, Daniel 4:10-17. Homosexuals, like lepers before them, also have the god-given right to seek redemption and to live in accordance with God’s covenants Job 36. They have this right whether they are perceived as human or as an alien or as afflicted. To deny them this opportunity is against the will of the God of the bible. 

Homosexuals have often been the mute witnesses that identify those seek to deny and mutilate others. They have been the early indicators of a society degenerating into oppression and violence. Like hermaphrodites, testosterone females; they are the reminder that God’s creation involves variations that are not always fruitful and destined for evolutionary side lining; and that God can choose to bring forth new forms. If we can not tolerate the alien then how will we treat the new generations of children that God intends to bring forth that are wiser and more capable? Zechariah 12:1-12, Daniel 4:10-17, 1 Thessalonians 3:11, Jude 1:14-16.   Will we murder them as witches or seduce them with sorcery and divination lures? Pray to God that he keeps us from such abominations. Rather, pray that we teach them the truth of Jesus, God’s laws, open them to God’s wisdom, nurture their ability to love and show compassion, guide them to show self-restraint and humility, demand that they always rely on their Heavenly Father to provide, and praise the Father’s glory and honor night and day as is His rightful due. Look at the Father’s sentiment in Hosea 11:1-11, the phrases I led them with cords of human kindness, with ties of love; I lifted the yoke from their neck and bent down to feed them. And I will not carry out my fierce anger, nor will I turn and devastate Ephraim. “For I am God, and not man— the Holy One among you. I will not come in wrath and they will follow the LORD; he will roar like a lion. When he roars, his children will come trembling from the west. They will come trembling like birds from Egypt, like doves from Assyria. I will settle them in their homes,” declares the LORD.
For those who are panicking about being sent to Babylon, we were all sent to Babylon, but from there God has promised He will redeem His peoples e.g. Deuteronomy 4:27-31, Isaiah 14, Isaiah 1:15-28, Isaiah 52:1-12, Jeremiah 25:6-14, Ezekiel 17:11-24. What God was doing was waiting until the key players had broken their covenant with Him. Then God could, at time that was known and suitable only to Him, enter in to a new covenant (this is alluded to in the previous Ezekiel passage). God’s authority to set the time and date is His alone, because the Father does not seek to redeem just the male or just Christians, but all of creation; this includes both earthly and heavenly bodies. The book of Revelation was God’s binding of the “naughty” invisible to redeem those who would come back into proper relationship with the Father. Some parts of the bible don’t make sense unless you realize God is debating and demonstrating encounters where humans are the unwitting pawns or witnesses to an invisible debate. The debate might be described in the form of eavesdropping on a conversation between God and the deceiver e.g. Job 1:6-12, or it might be acting as an invited witness to a debate, or it might be through revelation e.g. Hebrews 2:7-11 , or it might be God talking to a human but also talking to the heavenly witnesses at the same time e.g. Job 40-41. This occurred on 18 September 2005, when I announced publicly near the end of our parish’s study of Revelation that God had determined that the book of Revelation was now becoming a historical document 1 Corinthians 4:9. By making the announcement in one earthly room in tandem with God manifesting divine confirmations, the invisible realms bore witness Hebrews 12:22-29. This is another example of an invisible meeting at the assembly subsequently being confirmed in the physical by the Father to enable the Father to progress His reconciliation plan to the next phase. 

Part of this new phase is that false prophets who misuse Jesus’ name no longer hold authority. Thus there were those who longed to speak and move who refrained from action are no longer bound to silence and submission to the ungodly. This was to bring about obedience and redemption for as many as possible of those who are not visible. Thus the apostle Paul rightly said that the saints will have authority over the angels 1 Corinthians 6:1-11.

Let us look more closely at this passage, because this passage often used in the homosexuality debate. 8Instead, you yourselves cheat and do wrong, and you do this to your brothers. 9Do you not know that the wicked will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived: Neither the sexually immoral nor idolaters nor adulterers nor male prostitutes nor homosexual offenders 10nor thieves nor the greedy nor drunkards nor slanderers nor swindlers will inherit the kingdom of God. 

Paul was correct to write this passage and this passage stands as an exhortation of a standard to be aspired. However, it is an unachievable standard for the majority of people. Sociopaths find it easy to meet such a standard, because they find it easy to read and follow rules. They have the form of being civilized but they lack God’s grace and thus are bereft of compassion and mercy. These too they can implement if there is an exhortation that they are required, but they will shed decency as quickly as a snake sheds its skins. 
There are a number of responses to this passage. In paraphrase Jesus “Let he who is without sin cast the first stone”, see John 8:3-11. Is the sin of sex between fully informed mutual consenting adults any worse than participating in monthly Klu Klux Klan lynchings? Or Auswitzch? Or allowing a child to die every three seconds of poverty and preventable illnesses? (And while I am on that subject, I am wrathful that certain parties from the churches have not assisted in this work and that it has taken the actions of saints outside the church structures to shame nations and churches into responding. By delaying this work, these people bear witness that they are without grace and indifferent to others’ suffering. Is there not merit in slowing the tide to a child every four seconds, then every five, then six, then seven…? Like finding starfish on the beach, you might not be able to save every one, but the one you do save appreciate the chance to live.)
It was not just Jew, or catholic priests, or homosexuals or socialists who died in Austwitzch. God’s witnesses testify that the homosexuals acted no less dishonorably than their neighbors and died no less traumatically than their neighbors Psalm 9:7-16. God has had too many testimonies of how the homosexuals are used as the training ground to foster elitism and violence to leave them outside of His grace. However, that grace is conditional on their living according to God’s covenants. If they enter into a relationship then the standard is no lower for them than for a man and a woman.
1 Corinthians 6:1-11 had particular validity at the time it was written, and should stand because God has consistently exhorted us to have reverential non-abusive sex. It was written at a time when the church was struggling to get established, reeling from assaults by Jews, Romans and heathens alike. Society was decadent and corrupt, incest, pedophilia, the equivalent of Satanism (God despises any religion that justifies instilling fear and/or killing and mutilation, especially of children).

The difficulty is that literalists often don’t take the bible in context. Many of the arguments are based on ignoring or dismissing the parts of the book of Truth that are not convenient. In this instant, it ignores God’s penchant for providing redemption possibilities, e.g. Jesus himself baptized Eunuchs. 
The other issue is the stance of things being biblically correct. This then raises the question of which bible? The book of Truth as written and nurtured by the Father? Or the various books with sections conveniently omitted because they do not fit into the theological framework or raised questions about the trustworthiness of the priestly castes or created legal precedents to challenge the abusive and corrupt.

There is not time to explore which of these books still have merit; the above links demonstrate how the bible has been adjusted to suit various theologians. However, it can be said that some books were removed by either the naïve or sociopaths. For example, the missing book of Susana, if this book had not been removed, how many woman could have been saved by not being manipulated into having sex and then stoned to death, or stoned to death on false accusations? How many children and other innocents would have more protection against priestly sexual predators?
The next issue is that there has been a statement that the bible is now “finished”.  Jesus has been incarnated, we believe in Jesus; therefore we are right with God, no need to rebuke the priestly castes. What? We’ve stopped being human? We no longer have sexual drives? We no longer suffer from fear or pride or have addictions? We are no longer fallible and weak? No, we are still all of those things. So if God wants to draw out attention and explain to us slowly and carefully where we’ve gone amiss, that is His right. If He wants to resolve entrenched problems that we have been unable to resolve without His input, that is His prerogative. And on that Revelations 22:18-19 quote, that is referring to the Book of Revelation not the books of the bible

Jeremiah 31:21-35, Deuteronomy 4:32-40. God does not overturn His book of Truth, but he does clarify and add examples. He also makes the offer to allow others into his flocks, based on the covenants of the bible Jeremiah 18:5-10.

Now that the covenant of night and day has been broken, God can choose to enter into a new covenant. Despite our afflictions, our rebelliousness, our sinfulness, God still seeks to redeem for His glory (see Isaiah 48). God told us through Jeremiah that if we broke his covenant with the day and with the night (there are countries who have this thing called “daylight saving”) where they shift the clocks for summer), then God’s covenant with David could be broken, and He would not choose one of his sons, but he would eventually relent and again show compassion (See Jeremiah 33:19-26 and Isaiah 51:17-20). This is why God sent a woman. God can not break His covenants, even if other party does not honor their side).
This current revelation can not and does not void God’s Truth that Jesus is the Son, the unique atoning sacrifice, who has been granted power and authority over ALL others, both heavenly and of this earth by the Father. Hebrews 1:1-14 If I did not confirm Jesus and verify Jesus’ consistency with the bible, then I would not be confirmed. As Jesus said in John 13:14-17, no messenger can not be greater than its master.
There are papers that have been previously been issued (copies can be arranged if required). Peace in our time was written in February 2005 and was in response to God’s anger that Spirit was being denied and the church had “stitched up” all human avenues to course correct biblical interpretation. Because the paper was so vehement and I was embarrassed, I wrote a follow up paper called Small Jigsaw Piece, done on pure instinct and explaining that I was driven to write as I had because I was communicating God’s vehemence, and that it was like giving birth to a child, only to watch it being suffocated by those who denied Spirit, which is also biblically consistent. e.g. Isaiah 66:7-14, Micah 4:6-14. He Prepares the Way is the evidence that I have not rushed into this work, and did seek God’s verification and am thus not running my own race. The Almond tree relates to an almond tree in my backyard that had not born fruit for seven years and is now full of ripening almonds, it demonstrates that my work has not finished. 
The email to sojourners was confirmed by hurricane Wilma, and the follow-up was confirmed by Wilma moving to Florida Keys and hurricane Alpha forming at the same time. At some point in the last year, I’ve just thrown my hands up in the air and said “If this be your will God, then so be it”. There have been writings that seemed profound that transpired to be irrelevant; others have been embarrassing but have turned out to be prophetic. All I can do is move with faith and trust that God will refine and use what is useful for Him and that the dross will fade away with time.
The biblical God uses rebuking prophets such as Jeremiah and Ezekiel to pull the proud, kings and priestly castes into line. The mistake that the Jews and then the gentiles made was to think they had “outgrown” misogyny, pedophilia, sociopaths, pride, fear, xenophobia; and thus the need for prophets. This was God’s promise to the apostle Paul that at God’s appointed time the hearts of the gentiles would be hardened sufficiently that God could rebuke the gentiles in order to redeem not just from the gentiles, but also from the Jews, and from all other peoples and nations. See Romans 11. Thus the need for rebuking prophets still exists and will continue to exist, because sociopaths love to squirm their way into positions of power to maximize their opportunities to abuse (it could be said that the deceiver has anti-social oppositional defiant conduct disorder, even angels have consciousness and thus personalities and thus disorders). We see dark days when sociopaths openly collude and the social and church fabric and paradigms has become so moribund and confused that they are unable to summon up an adequate response to rise above the deceiver’s mazes. Rebuking prophets exist to sound the warning bells (God sends confirmations so you don’t need to be a rocket scientist or mystic to work out which ones have merit), describe the problem and demonstrate how and why displeases God using the bible, and to again use the bible to explain what needs to be done and how it should be applied in the current circumstances. Thus a rebuking prophet’s purpose is to destroy the old paradigms’ authority and plant new paradigms that are more pleasing to God. During the period of prophecy, the prophets’ consciousness is aware that they are only to reveal what is permitted by the Father and to not seek personal glory or rewards from their works, lest the Father expunge them from Zion.
Similarly God despises plans for world domination e.g. Psalm 10, God exhorts us to leave resources for the poor, the oppressed, the alien, and the afflicted. Deuteronomy 24:17-22 The book of Ruth shows that her redemption and adoption was only possible because God’s compassionate decrees enabled her to demonstrate her fealty and faith. If deprive others of resources, if we allow others to die through neglect, then we deprive them of the chance to demonstrate their own faith Deuteronomy 19:1-14, Zechariah 3:1-10
I am entering the debate because I made it clear to God in 2004 after he asked that I start communicating to the churches via my local minister that I would not turn my back on the homosexuals, the alien or afflicted. In fact it was my refusal to deny the possibility of redemption to the non-gentile literalists Christians that led to my desperate prayer in 2001, in which God responded and asked me to communicate to humanity my understandings. I was told not to study nor speak about these matters until instructed to do so by Him. However, it has also been made clear that if I do not speak (write) God will do as He did in Jonah and cause suffering to others or me to make an example of the futility of trying to defy His Will. 

We can see by God’s stalling of hurricane Wilma over Mexico that He still demands His appointed ones to do His bidding to ensure His Will is evident to all humanity. It was only after I sent the second email that Wilma resumed her course and Alpha had also developed. This is the kind of warning that Jesus uttered when he referred to one greater than Jonah Luke 11:32. This not the only time where God has appointed someone and basically said you can do it easy or you can do it hard, but you will do it. 
In fact, doing this work has been at the expense of my personal well being. Yet I take comfort in God’s word e.g. Isaiah 53:3: For this is what the LORD says: "You were sold for nothing, and without money you will be redeemed."  It has been done to the exclusion of other things, and I have forsaken the rewards of this world in order to stay true to God’s missives. For example, I failed the “Christian Ethics” because I took an ethical stance to trust in God’s advice not to get entangled in the maze of the notes because they did not address the key ethical issues confronting modern Christianity. The college advised that I had failed the subject because: “Most of your answers to the essay questions did not reflect an understanding of the course notes…Try to identify which part of the course notes the exam question is focusing on. Make sure you discuss all the issues raised by the course notes. The exam is a way of testing how well you remember and understand the course notes...”

All God’s messengers know emphatically that they are to please God, not men, and are not be enticed to prophesy that which would be pleasing to men but not to God Jeremiah 12:1-4.Isaiah 59:1-8, Zephaniah 3:1-19, Isaiah 5:21-21, Ezekiel 14:7-10, Isaiah 30:8-15, Jeremiah 23:27-32, 

Zechariah 4:6 ‘Not by might nor by power, but by my Spirit,’ says the LORD Almighty. 

God’s Will was clear from 2001. I was to wait for God’s signal and then to cover as much ground as possible with speed and grace. This was God’s strategy to confound the deceiver’s minions, they would have no chance to recover equilibrium and deny God’s Will. This also protected the gospel, like in the Harrison Ford movie “Witness”, the official could no longer kill the child, because the whole Amish community became witness to the corrupt official holding the weapon with intent to kill. Upon realizing that the corruption is exposed, the official surrenders their weapon, because killing the witness has become meaningless. 

This has indeed happened at the local level. The ministers who were most vehemently seeking discrediting and suppressing my testimony have called a truce. They have gone from the worst category of bullying to a quiet truce. The gospel is still being suppressed within the church, but there is a tacit understanding that it is not appropriate to neither kill the messenger nor deny their missives outside the church’s hierarchy. (How the church hierarchy will respond is still a matter of continual prayer, trusting in my heavenly Father to move hearts if, where and when He deems appropriate).
God despises idolatry, including idolatry of self or organizational hierarchy. This is not a New Testament phenomenon, but can be found back in the first book of the bible. God despises priestly castes who seek to ignore or distort His law e.g. Luke 11:46-48, Luke 12:1-11, Isaiah 32:1-8. He despises even more so those who seek to discredit or destroy the messengers that are sent to remind God’s children of His will and to extort them to repent and turn back into a proper relationship with God Isaiah 59:15- 21
“Listen to this, O house of Jacob, you who are called by the name of Israel and come from the line of Judah, you who take oaths in the name of the LORD and invoke the God of Israel—but not in truth or righteousness—you who call yourselves citizens of the holy city and rely on the God of Israel—the LORD Almighty is his name: I foretold the former things long ago, my mouth announced them and I made them known; then suddenly I acted, and they came to pass. For I knew how stubborn you were; the sinews of your neck were iron, your forehead was bronze. Therefore I told you these things long ago; before they happened I announced them to you so that you could not say, ‘My idols did them; my wooden image and metal god ordained them.’ You have heard these things; look at them all. Will you not admit them? “From now on I will tell you of new things, of hidden things unknown to you. They are created now, and not long ago; you have not heard of them before today. So you cannot say, ‘Yes, I knew of them.’ You have neither heard nor understood; from of old your ear has not been open. Well do I know how treacherous you are; you were called a rebel from birth. For my own name’s sake I delay my wrath; for the sake of my praise I hold it back from you, so as not to cut you off. See, I have refined you, though not as silver; I have tested you in the furnace of affliction. For my own sake, for my own sake, I do this. How can I let myself be defamed? I will not yield my glory to another.
Isaiah 48:1-11

 “The time is coming,” declares the LORD, “when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah. It will not be like the covenant I made with their forefathers when I took them by the hand to lead them out of Egypt, because they broke my covenant, though I was a husband to them,’” declares the LORD.  “This is the covenant I will make with the house of Israel after that time,” declares the LORD. “I will put my law in their minds and write it on their hearts. I will be their God, and they will be my people No longer will a man teach  his neighbor, or a man his brother, saying, ‘Know the LORD,’ because they will all know me, from the least of them to the greatest,” declares the LORD. “For I will forgive their wickedness and will remember their sins no more.” This is what the LORD says, he who appoints the sun to shine by day, who decrees the moon and stars to shine by night, who stirs up the sea so that its waves roar— the LORD Almighty is his name: “Only if these decrees vanish from my sight,” declares the LORD, “will the descendants of Israel ever cease to be a nation before me.”
Jeremiah 31:31-36
Then the LORD will create over all of Mount Zion and over those who assemble there a cloud of smoke by day and a glow of flaming fire by night; over all the glory will be a canopy.  It will be a shelter and shade from the heat of the day, and a refuge and hiding place from the storm and rain. 
(from Isaiah 4:2-6) 
The Lord says: “These people come near to me with their mouth and honor me with their lips, but their hearts are far from me. Their worship of me is made up only of rules taught by men.  Therefore once more I will astound these people with wonder upon wonder; the wisdom of the wise will perish, the intelligence of the intelligent will vanish.”
